Organizational Profile 

The Coalit ion of Domest ic Elect ions Observers (CODEO) was formed in 2000 to mobilize 

cit izen’s part icipat ion in public elect ions in Ghana. Since its format ion, CODEO has 

observed all elect ions, including general elect ions, local government elect ions, special 

elect ions such as by-elect ions, run-offs, and referenda. 

 
Under the auspices of CODEO, CDD-Ghana, as the secretariat is implementing a civic 

educat ion program to support  public part icipat ion in the up-coming local government  

elect ions and the referendum on local government elect ions scheduled by the Electoral 

Commission of Ghana to take place on December 17, 2019.
